 YOUR NEW PET 
 
Did you know? Most animal shelters require 

proof of ownership to claim a pet. 

Not only does registering your new pet 

provide you with assurance of accurate 

genealogy, registering also provides a record 

of documentation proving ownership. 

Registering your pet is equivalent to a birth 

certificate of a child or a title to a new car. By 

registering your dog with Certified Pet 

Registration, your pet is recorded in our 

database and each dog is issued its own 

identifying pin number for tracking. In case 

your pet is ever lost or stolen, your 

registration will record proof of ownership 

that you will always have access to 24 hours 

a day.

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Registering Your Pet 

Your breeder has provided you with a CPR 

puppy registration application. Your puppy is 

not registered until you complete your puppy 

registration form and either mail in or register 

over the internet. To register by mail, simply 

fill out the registration form provided. Choose 

a unique name for your puppy, fill out your 

personal information and sign. Basic 

registration is 20.00, this will register your 

puppy in your name and record this 

information permanently in our database. You 

will always have access to this information. 

We also offer photo certificates, and 

pedigrees. Just check the appropriate box on 

the form. Avoid the 10.00 late fee by 

registering within 90 days from date of 

transfer. We accept check, money order, or 

credit cards.  

If your certificate has a CPR Id number in the 

bottom right hand corner you can register 

online. Simply go to www.cpryourdog.com 

click on register and follow the simple 

registration process. Once registered you will 

be able to print your certificate out 

immediately.

Health & Vaccination 
 
New puppies are very susceptible to illness.  

Vaccinations are important to avoid potentially 

deadly disease.  Your puppy should visit a 

veterinarian within the first week after bringing 

him home to discuss your puppy’s health needs.  

Annual check-ups after the first year also help 

ensure a long, healthy life for your new pet.  

Your pet provider will also supply important 

healthcare information. 

 Taking Your New Puppy Home 
 

Taking your new puppy home is very similar to that of a newborn baby.  Your 

puppy will need time to adjust to its new surroundings and environment.  

During this time, it’s important for you to help make this adjustment as stress 

free as possible.  It is also important to supervise your new pet’s interaction 

with existing pets in the house to avoid injury and ensure all animals are 

eating properly. 

 

 
Bathing & Grooming 
 
Use only quality shampoos specifically designed 

for dogs and puppies when washing your new pet.  

Flea and tick shampoos may be used for dogs 

that spend time outdoors, and oatmeal or tea tree 

shampoos can be beneficial for dogs with itchy or 

flaky skin. It’s important that you not bathe your 

puppy too often as it can be harmful to their coat 

and skin.  For comfort, avoid letting your puppy 

get cold during and after their bath. 

 

Grooming is also important with most breeds.  Regular 

grooming helps keep coats free of dirt and parasites.  

Consult with your pet provider or local pet grooming 

service for specific grooming instructions for your 

breed. 

 

 

Breeding your dog

registered with CPR to be able to register the offspring. If you own dogs that are registered with 

other registries, no problem, we will register any dog that is already recognized by another 

registry.
